Introduction

The findings of a recent study showed that there is a significant benefit to students who participate in
out-of-school-time (OST) programs. In fact, the Return on Investment of Afterschool Programs in
Pennsylvania study determined that for every dollar invested in after- school programming for students
there was a return of $6.69 in potential benefits to students, including reduced rates for drop-outs, teen
pregnancy, substance abuse, crime and delinquency (Link to PSAYDN.org).

In accordance with the American Rescue Plan (ARP) Act and Pennsylvania Act 24 of 2021 (Act 24), the
Pennsylvania Department of Education (PDE) will award approximately $50,000,000 or one percent
(1%) of Pennsylvania’s ARP Elementary and Secondary School Education Relief (ESSER) State Reserve
funds to support school districts, charter schools and cyber charter schools (collectively, LEAs) in the
development and implementation of comprehensive after-school programs to address learning loss in
response to the academic, social, emotional and mental health needs of students and subgroups of
students impacted by COVID-19 public health emergency that supplement school programs and
activities.

Act 24 requires that, when available, existing personnel shall be utilized by school districts, charter
schools and cyber charter schools to staff programs and activities established with these grant funds.

Within 90 days of receipt of these allocations, school districts, charter schools and cyber charter schools
must submit a three- part plan to PDE, that outlines the proposed use of the grant money, itemized by
program and activity. This plan is part of a consolidated application that includes after-school
programming, summer programming, and a comprehensive plan to address learning loss. The plan shall
include:

1) A description of each program and activity
2) A narrative outlining the expected benefit of each program and activity

3) A budget for each program and activity detailing personnel and operating costs

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The Rockwood Area School District has implemented data driven decision making to identify
students needing after school tutoring. Assessment data is used to support instruction in the
classroom. The assessments include benchmarks, curriculum based assessments,
standardized assessment results, and teacher recommendations. This approach has been
used since the 2019-20 school year. Evaluating assessment data and teacher
recommendations to meet the need of students through tutoring support COVID learning loss.
Parents requests have also been honored within the after school tutoring program. The
Rockwood Area Elementary School uses 4Sight, DIBELS 8th Ed., EasyCBM, and classroom
assessment scores to make informed decisions for MTSS and Instructional Support Team
interventions. The Rockwood Jr./Sr. High uses classroom assessment data and teacher
observations to provide tutoring.After school tutoring is supplied to small groups of students
demonstrating academic difficulties within the Rockwood Area School District.

After school tutoring or the
summer school programs are offered to any student demonstrating an academic need.
Assessment data, classroom grades, parent requests, and teacher recommendations are
used to identify students in need of instruction. The after school tutoring program provides
academic interventions to small groups of students. RASD teachers and paraprofessionals
provide the interventions through web based programs, traditional instruction, or group based
learning. Data driven instruction is provided in the area of need.Summer school programs
focus on students failing courses and needing to participate in credit recovery. Students also
participate in remedial programs that support instruction to master core subjects like reading,
mathematics, science, and social studies.
