The Board approved homebound instruction for a 10" grade student.
The Board approved payment by the district for the required PIAA courses in coaching
principles and first aid for all coaches upon the receipt of a certificate of completion from the

coaches.

Mark Bower informed the Board that the district received 240 desks from Windber S.D. and
thanked Vernon Shumaker, Ed Clay and Chris Hostetler for all their hard work in getting the
desks to the district.
